Standards for Rehabilitation

Please note: For the Historic Preservation Tax Incentives Program use the Standards for
Rehabilitation that are codified separately in 36 CFR 67 and are regulatory for the review of
rehabilitation work for that program.

The Standards will be applied taking into consideration the economic and technical feasibility of
each project.

1. A property will be used as it was historically or be given a new use that requires minimal
change to its distinctive materials, features, spaces and spatial relationships.

2. The historic character of a property will be retained and preserved. The removal of
distinctive materials or alteration of features, spaces and spatial relationships that
characterize a property will be avoided.

3. Each property will be recognized as a physical record of its time, place and use. Changes
that create a false sense of historical development, such as adding conjectural features or

elements from other historic properties, will not be undertaken.
